Every effort will be made to schedule requested classes.

Courses, especially electives, will be determined by space and instructor availability.

AP Classes: Students who complete an AP course with a semester average of 80 or higher will be awarded an additional 10 points to their semester average. AP students MUST sit for the AP exam in May. Completion of an AP course and completion of the exam does not guarantee college credit.
Driver’s Education: Drivers’ Education information will be distributed to students during his/her P.E. class the first week of school.
Dual Enrollment classes are offered through Southern Union.  Students who successfully complete dual enrollment classes will be awarded both high school and college credit. Students who choose dual enrollment must meet the following criteria.

· Students must have taken the ACT prior to the beginning of the school year.

· Students must have a 3.0 GPA or better.

· Students must have their choice of course approved and form completed from counselor.

· Students must apply for admission to Southern Union prior to the beginning of the school year.

· Students must sign up for a class through Southern Union and bring proof of having enrolled in a class to the counselor. (Check with Southern Union about registration dates and fees for the class.)

· Students who have met the criteria above will be given one period to use as a study hall OR excused at the end of 6th period to complete their dual enrollment class.

WORK LEAVE: Seniors may opt to take work-leave for one or two periods a day.  If a student signs up for work-leave he or she needs to see the counselor for forms that must be returned the first week of the semester. A maximum of 2 credits may be earned with Work Leave throughout the entire high school career. (If a student receives these 2 credits during his/her junior year, he/she will not be allowed to take Work Leave as a senior.)
HEALTH COURSE:  Health is a requirement for graduation for each student. This requirement can be met through the “Health and Wellness” class at LSA or by completing “Health” online. If taking Health online, assignments will be posted on the Lee-Scott website and students will submit assignments/quizzes electronically. This course will not be scheduled during the normal school day.  Students will work independently outside of the school setting to complete course requirements.  The students will have the entire school year to complete the online Health course.
