Academic Calculations FAQs

Academic Average

Numerical average of core academic classes from grades 9-12.  This includes: English, Math, Science, Social Studies and Foreign Language. (Academic Average is used by LSA to determine Valedictorian, Salutatorian, Scholarship Nominees and National Honor Society membership.) 

G.P.A  (Grade Point Average)
G.P.A. includes all credit courses a student completed throughout his or her high school career, from grades 9-12. (This includes electives.) GPA is calculated using the following scale:

Advanced Placement  (AP)
A student who successfully completes an AP course (80% average or higher) will have 10 points added to his or her Semester Average for that specific AP course. In order to receive the extra 10 points for taking an AP course, a student must receive an average of 80% or higher. 
In addition to the added 10 points, students will receive additional weight to their GPA for completing an AP course. The GPA scale for AP courses is as follows:

Honor Roll
Honor Rolls are calculated at the end of each quarter (not semester). 

The A Honor Roll consists of all students, grades 7-12, who earned A’s in all academic subjects for that quarter. (Academic subjects include English, Math, Science, Social Studies and Foreign Language.) 

The A-B Honor Roll consists of all students, grades 7-12, who earned A’s and B’s in all academic subjects for that quarter.

Students who take AP courses must receive at least an 80% average per quarter in order to receive an additional 5 points (per quarter) and be considered for A/B Honor Roll.  (These additional 5 points will not be added on the report card, but rather for A/B Honor Roll calculation only. The report card grade will be the students’ unweighted grade.) 
Exam Exemption
Exam exemption is based on the student’s unweighted semester grade. (Even if a student is enrolled in an AP course, his/her exemption status will be based upon his/her unweighted semester grade.)  Additional exemption information can be found in the Student Handbook (p.26). 
In order to better understand the academic calculation used to configure G.P.A, Academic Average and Honor Roll, we will utilize the following example:
