Q.  Why Did I Even Take This Test? 
Answer #1:  To understand your academic strengths and the areas in which you may 

  need improvement. (This is vital in order to be successful during your next 3 years   

  of high school and your future college years.)  
Answer #2:   To see where you currently stand academically in comparison to other 10th graders. 

Answer #3:  To be prepared for the ACT. The ACT is a college entrance test that most colleges 
and universities require for admission.  By taking EXPLORE, you are one step         

closer to understanding the ACT and feeling comfortable with standardized testing.  By performing well on the ACT, you will have more college opportunities and the potential for more scholarship money! 
Understanding the Score Report
Your Score 
- The best possible score for each of the 4 core areas (English, Math, Reading and Science) is 25.
- The Composite Score is the average of the 4 core areas. (This best score is also 25.)  

- The scoring system for the ACT is slightly different than that for EXPLORE. Do not try to 

   compare your EXPLORE score with the ACT. 

- The middle box with percentages tells you how you compare to other students. (The longer the 
  horizontal blue lines extend to the right, the better you did in comparison to other students.) 
Your Plans
-   Every graduate from Lee-Scott will meet the minimum number of high school courses 

    recommended to prepare for college. (In fact, most graduates will surpass the minimum!)

-  The college readiness box gives you a good estimate of how well prepared you are for college 

    based on your EXPLORE scores and high school courses. 

-  Remember, you took EXPLORE in the 9th grade. You still have 2 more years of coursework to 

   prepare you for the ACT. Do not get discouraged if your results are not what you would like.

This area shows the results of the interest inventory you took. An interest inventory is a survey that determines what areas, jobs, environments and tasks you are interested in. An interest inventory does not necessarily predict your success in certain areas, only your interest.
